The WPD is 
responsible for policing services in Warrenton, Hammond, and Fort Stevens, with a total 
coverage area of 19.4 square miles. The department has a Chief, 2-Sergeants, 1-
Detective, 8-Patrol Officers, Reserve Police Officer Program, 2-Clerks, and 1-Part-time 
Clerk. The WPD is a very Community-Oriented department that participates in 
numerous programs and events throughout the year.
